ORPHAN PROGRAMME REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2019

Introduction
For | know the plans | have for you, declares the LORD. Plans to prosper you and not to harm
you, plans to give you hope and a future. (Jeremiah 29:11)

Main goal: To strengthen orphans identity through secure their basic and special needs and
support them with education to give them a safe and hopeful future.

The programme currently supports 60 orphans, 32 boys and 28 girls they are between the
ages of 4 — 20 years who are living with their relatives in different areas in voi sub county, the
areas are Voi, Mgeno, Maungu, Kisimenyi, Ngambenyi and wangala.

The programme has 5 Home Based Cares who assist the orphans and guardians at grass root
level. The orphans are in different level on education.

Collage level -1 Orphan

Secondary level — 10 Orphans

Primary level — 42 Orphans

Nursery level — 2 Orphans

Vocational Training — 1 Orphan

In the beginning of this year seven orphans managed to join secondary school in different
schools. One orphan who completed form 4 last year has join the college of Coast Institute of
Technology on September 2019 (Evaline Mbithe) taking a course of Food and Beverage. Two
Orphans who completed their courses last year had their graduation ceremony this year at
their colleges (Moses Mrata and Evarline Samba) we are gratefully to see them achieving their
goals. We have seven orphans who completed class 8 waiting to join secondary school and
one orphan completed form 4 this year.

Activities done
Through the help of home based cares and office staffs, the programme did the following
activities:

School uniforms

Education is one of the main priority in this project, that’s why we make sure every child is
cared for. The programme bought new school uniforms to every child as a way of motivating
and giving them hope in life.

New orphan support

This year the programme came up with a new strategy of welcoming new orphans in the
project so that they can feel a change in their life by providing them with basic needs like bed,

mattress, mosquito net and metal box. The children and their families were so happy for the
care and love they have seen through this project.

Mattresses

The programme bought mattresses to every child so that they can live in a good environment
because it’s not every family are capable to buy such item even if it is on need due to
economic challenge. The children were happy and appreciated the work of the project of
giving hope to their lives and their relatives.

Home visits

Through the collaboration with our friends in Sweden the programme gets visitors especially
sponsors who want to see their sponsor children and the family. In January and November
we had team of our friend and their families who came to Voi and they had home visits to
some children in different areas, they had a good moment with the children of giving them
hope and knowing there is someone who is sharing part of their lives with them.

Orphan Seminar

During the school holy days the programme conducts seminars to children at Voi Lutheran
Guest house. We normally invite special guests who come to motivate them in terms of
education and their future; this time round we managed to have two officers from the
Government, the officer from educational department and the other one from children
department on April. On August the programme also invited the old orphans who completed
their courses and they are now working in different places. They had a great time talking to
their younger fellows by sharing different experiences of their journey in life. It helped and
motivated them to see that also they can make it in life by making the right decision. Due to
shortage of rain that the country is experiencing it has affected farm production; the
programme gave food package to children on their way back home after the seminar in order
to help the families.

Home Based Cares Seminar

Home Based Cares they play a big roll to children and guardians by making follow ups in home
and at school. The programme conducted a seminar in order to equip them with skills and
knowledge of giving services to both children, guardians and to the community. They had
wonderful teachings on how to give counselling and their responsibilities of the work they are
doing.

New Orphans

This year the project increased three more orphans in the programme (Damaris, Dorah and
Alexander). The aim is to bring hope and bright future by showing them light through love and
support.

House construction

The programme managed to construct a house of three rooms to one family in Voi area. The
three girls Agneta, Martha and Dorah who were living in a small room with their grandmother
which was congested with no space to study. The family were very happy and thankful to
programme for changing their lives because they can now live in a comfortable place. The
programme also put a new roof to the house of Joseph and Salim in Mgeno which was blown
by wind.
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Trip to Sweden

The steering group committee of Sweden organised a trip of two people from Voi to visit their
Country. Mary and Thomas got the opportunity to visit the town of Ulricehamn and they met
with different groups of people like Sponsors, church congregants, different groups in church,
students in Tingsholmsgymnasiet and Bogesund scolahn, Bolon Company, Boros Hospital and
friends. It was an exchange program of making good relationship between the people of Voi
and Sweden in church and Orphan project.

Christmas Gift.

Every year the programme makes sure each orphan and their families they can celebrate
Christmas holy day and New Year with a smile by providing them with food package. This year
each child got 1 bale of maize flour, 12kgs of wheat flour, Rice 10kgs, Cooking oil 5liters, Sugar
5kgs, Washing powder, Bar soap, Tea leaves, Toothpaste, Salt and Lollipops.

Other Activities

The programme conducted guardian seminars at their congregational areas in order to know
the challenges they are facing and making follow ups of their projects.

Guardians have their different projects at their areas like making of baskets, liquid soap, table
banking and merry go round. It helps them to come together and share some ideas on how to
live with children.

The programme conducted a meeting of PLWHA( People Living With HIV AIDS) whereby they
came together and had a great time of sharing the experience and to make them feel they are
loved.

Every month the programme buys nutritional porridge flour to children who are under the
age of 10yrs and those with special case (HIV positive). We give support of food package to
four families who cannot afford even a meal per day. We also give medical assistance to one
orphan who is epileptic every month.

Challenges
- Lack food due to drought which has affected the county.

- Absenteeism of children in school due to lack food at home.
- Economy of the country has gone high.

De foraldralosa barnen

Som Thomas beréttar i sin verksamhetsberattelse har ovan har det &ven under 2019 gjorts manga
betydelsefulla insatser for de 60 foraldralésa barn som &r inskrivna i programmet/projektet.

| borjan av aret kdptes det in skoluniformer till alla barnen i projektet som gar i skolan. Det ar viktigt att
se till att barnen far nagon form av utbildning for att pa sa satt sékra deras framtid innan de lamnar
programmet. Det kan vara en akademisk eller en praktisk utbildning, sasom skraddare, bilmekaniker,
kock eller harfrisor.

| januari var det 7 barn som bdrjade pa olika skolor for att ga i secondary school, som oftast ar i form av
en internatskola. Dar gar man i 4 ar och projektet bekostar alla avgifter. Ett av barnen har slutfort
secondary school och pabdrjat en hdgskoleutbildning.

Tva av barnen har slutfort sina utbildningar och fatt ut sin examen i ar. Fantastiska prestationer av
dessa ungdomar som nu kommer att vara forebilder for de yngre barnen i projektet!

| april var barnen pa gasthuset under 3 dagar, dar de hade seminarium, spelade fotboll och lekte
tillsammans. Seminarierna holls av inbjudna medlemmar fran barn- och utbildningsdepartementet. De
uppmuntrade barnen till utbildning och gav dem hopp om framtiden. Fina dagar som &r betydelsefulla
och som barnen minns lange!

Vardnadshavarna traffas regelbundet tillsammans med hjalpkvinnorna ute i byarna . Hjalpkvinnorna gar
under namnet "home based care” kvinnorna i projektet och ar férsamlingsmedlemmar som hjalper och
stottar barnen ute i byarna. Varje by har en utsedd hjalpkvinna/man. | regel traffas vardnadshavarna och
byns hjalpkvinna/man en gang per manad da de utbyter erfarenheter och idéer om hur man kan hjalpa
barnen pa basta satt. De driver dven sma inkomstbringande projekt tillsammans.

Extra matpaket har aven i ar delats ut till alla familjer pga torkan under augusti manad. | ar fick alla
ocksa ett matpaket till pask, och i december fick barnen det sedvanliga julpaketet med mat.

| juni holls seminarier for hjalpkvinnorna pa gasthuset. De utbildades i hur de pa basta satt kan
handleda och st6tta barnen och vardnadshavarna. Dessa homebased care -medarbetare &r en mycket
viktig del av projektets arbete. De finns pa plats nara barnen och familierna for, i vissa fall daglig tillsyn.

| augusti, innan skolstart, anordnades ytterligare ett lager pa gasthuset for alla barnen. Till detta lager
hade ocksa tidigare inskrivna ungdomar i projektet bjudits in, for att inspirera och uppmuntra de
nuvarande barnen i projektet. Det finns idag ett tiotal ungdomar som tidigare har varit inskrivna i
projektet och fatt hjalp och som idag lever sjalvstandigt. Dessa ungdomar ar ett bevis pa att projektet ar
betydelsefullt och de haller fortfarande kontakt med varandra genom sociala medier.

Tack vare ett bidrag fran Lunds missionssallskap hade EFS Brunnsnaskyrkan tillsammans med
Svenska kyrkan, méjlighet att bjuda hit tva personer fran Voi i bérjan av september. Det var Thomas
Mwakesi och Mary Mkofira som fick méjlighet att komma till Ulricehamn i tre veckor. Under dessa
veckor besoktes bl a projektets stora sponsorer, privatpersoner, kyrkor och skolor. Det blev ocksa
promenader ute i naturen och olika idrottsevenemang upplevdes.
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Under fyra dagar i november ordnade kyrkan i Voi seminarier pa gasthuset gemensamt for tjejerna i
projektet och dven for andra tjejer i forsamlingen i aldrarna 13-18 ar, for att starka deras sjalvkansla. Ett
oerhort viktigt arbete! Innan hemfard fick alla deltagare varsin "goodiebag” som mestadels bestod av
hygienartiklar.

Under aret har ett hus byggts upp till Agneta, Dora och Marta i Voi. Salim och Josephs hus har
renoverats da taket kollapsade. Carlos har fatt en ny benprotes fran Sverige, SAS och ortopedingenjor
Linus Nygren, som for tredje gangen under projektets tid har tillverkat en protes ill henne.

Tva resor har gjorts under aret fran Ulricehamn med besok i projektet. Det har gjorts ca 50 hembesok
under dessa resor da barnen har fatt varsin pase med klader och familjen ett extra matpaket.

Farmen - Gasthuset

Gasthuset drivs av den Evangeliska Lutherska Kyrkan i Kenya. De foraldralésa bamen har varit tva
ganger pa gasthuset under aret. De bor och ater da gratis dar.

Bibelskolan, som stéds av EFS i Angelholm, har hyrt in sig i lokalerna bade fér boende och undervisning
under hela aret. Det har gjorts vissa mindre renoveringar pa gasthuset under aret och armaturerna har
sett over.

Insamlingar/aktiviteter 2019

Flera aktiviteter har, precis som tidigare ar, anordnats har hemma i Ulricehamn for att uppmarksamma
voiprojektet och samla in pengar till forman for de foraldralésa barnen.

| januari fick delar av styrgruppen méjlighet att besdka Bolon pa en arbetsplatstraff for att beratta om
projektet.

26-27 januari fick Brunnsnaskyrkan tillfalle att hjalpa till pa varldscupen i langdskidor. Ett 20-tal personer
hade anmalt sitt intresse for att tjana ihop lite extra pengar till Voiprojektet och kyrkan, som delade pa
inkomsten.

En Voikvall anordnades i kyrkan den 30 mars dar det visades bilder av Lars Neuman och berattades
kort om hur projektet startade.

Bogesundsskolans internationella kvall, som under 14 ar har samlat in sammanlagt ca 660 000kr,
anordnades den 16 maj.

Vid jul pa stan, 14-23 december, stod frivilliga for Voiprojektet och salde bl.a. presentkort pa
kycklingar/héns, skoluniformer, matpaket och getter. Mycket uppskattat av manga!

Under aret ar det manga som har fyllt jamna ar och dessa har istallet for present valt att dnska sig en
gava till Voiprojektet, vilket vi ar mycket tacksamma over.
