ORPHAN PROGRAMME REPORT FOR THE YEAR 2020

Introduction
For God is not unjust; he will not forget your work and love you have shown him as you have
helped his people and continue to help them. (Hebrews 6:10 NIV Version)

Main Goal
To strengthen orphans identity through secure their basic and special needs and support
them with education to give them a safe and hopeful future.

The programme has a total of 67 orphans, 34 boys and 33 girls they are between the age of 4
— 25 years who are living with their relatives in different congregational areas in Voi sub
county, the areas are Voi, Mgeno, Maungu, Kisimenyi, Ngambenyi and Wangala.

The programme has 5 Home Based Cares who assist the orphans and guardians at grass root
level.

The orphans are in different level on education. We have 1 orphan in college, 15 in secondary
school, 45 in primary school, 1 in vocational training and 4 at home.

This year the programme has 1 Orphan in Form Four (Florah Vaati) and 6 Orphans in class
eight (Mkala Salma, Tabitha Ndimu, Sarah Odhiambo, Wilson Ndighila, Evance Hussein and
Geoffery Rumba) who will be doing their national examination early next year 2021 due to the
changes which were done by the ministry of Education because of pandemic.

Last year we had seven orphans who did national examination for class eight and six of them
managed to join secondary school this year (Dorah Wakio, Mercy Achieng, Mary Ndunge,
Asha Salma, Masive Kalewe and Ali Charo).

Activities Done
Through the help of hbc and office staffs, the programme did the following activities:-

School Uniforms

One of the main priority in the programme is to ensure orphans gets education. The
programme bought new school uniforms to all orphans both in Primary and Secondary
Schools because there are those who went to different schools while others have grown and
some are worn out.

New Orphans

The Programme has identified some new more Nine Orphans who are in need from our
congregational areas. We have 6 girls and 3 boys on which 3 are from Wangala, 3 in
Kisimenyi, 1 in Ngambenyi and 2 in Mgeno. Our aim is to give them hope and bright future
through basic needs and education.
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Volunteers

On February the programme was blessed with two Volunteers from Sweden Beatrice and
Katalina who had great time to visit orphans in different areas. They had time to visit some
children in primary and secondary schools, managed to see different projects like new houses
and goat project, they met with orphans who completed their courses and also had time to
interview one of home based care.

House construction

The programme has managed to build two houses for children who were living in a bad
conditioned house. The beneficiaries are Esther Furaha in Wangala and Luciano Njoroge in
Kisimenyi. The houses are complete and children are now living in with a smile of hope.

Sanitizers/ Relief Food

Due to the outbreak of corona virus pandemic which has become a threat to the world, our
children are no longer going to school in order for them to be safe. The programme bought
buckets and sanitizers to families for them to take measures which were given out by healthy
Ministry during this period. On April and August the programme distributed relief food
packages to the orphans whereby each child received 1 bale of maize flour, 10 kgs of rice,
3liters of cooking oil and 1kg of salt.

Goat Project

This year the programme bought ten goats to the orphans per family, it is a project that will
be helpful to them in future as the goats multiplies they can be sold and cater on small needs
at home and in school. Those benefited were 3 orphans in Ngambenyi, 2 orphans in
Kisimenyi, 2 orphans in Wangala and 3 orphans in Mgeno. The orphans were very happy and
appreciated the gifts.

New Orphan Support with Basic Needs

The programme find it will be of very important for a child to get at least some small basic
need such as Bed, Mattress, Mosquito net and Metal box as they join in the programme
because some families they even sleep on the carton box putting them on the floor. The new
orphans of this year benefited with the support and were very happy to know there is
someone outside there who can also care for their lives.

Guardians and Orphans Seminar

We conducted seminars for the guardians at their congregational areas. The aim was to see
challenges they have seen to children since the time of pandemic. We invited children officer
to do facilitation to them so that they can be encouraged and being motivated. Due to
restrictions we did not manage to bring all children to the guesthouse, only those who were
in class 8 and secondary school students. We invited education officer and children officer
from the government to talk and encourage them. They were really motivated.
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Christmas Gift

Every year the programme buys Christmas food package to each child so that they can be
able to celebrate like other people. We bought and distributed the package to all Children and
their families. The package consist of; Maize flour 1bale, Wheat flour half bale, Rice 10kgs,
Sugar 5kgs, Cooking oil 5liters, Washing soap 1kg, Bar soap 2pcs, Tea leaves 250gm, Tooth
paste, Salt and Lollipops. The children and their families appreciated a lot for the support and
putting a smile on their children.

De foraldraldsa barnen
Som Thomas berattar i sin verksamhetsberéttelse har ovan har det &ven under 2020 gjorts manga
betydelsefulla insatser for de 67 foraldralésa barn/ungdomar som ar inskrivna i programmet/projektet.

2020 har varit ett svart ar i hela varlden pga. Covid-19. Vad géller smittspridning, utbredning och 6kad
dodlighet i Kenya orsakat av viruset sa har det inte rapporterats sa mycket fran Afrika kring detta i
medierna.

Restriktionerna i Kenya har anda varit stranga under aret, bl.a. stangde alla skolor ner i borjan av aret.
Detta har fatt flera trakiga konsekvenser sasom att manga unga flickor har blivit gravida och en del
ungdomar som blir sysslolésa hamnar istéllet i brak och alkohol- och droganvéandningen okar. | slutet av
aret Gppnade vissa skolor for de &ldre barnen och en del hade undervisningen pa distans.

| borjan av aret kdptes det in skoluniformer till alla barnen i projektet som gar i skolan. Det ar viktigt att
se till att barnen far nagon form av utbildning for att pa sa satt sékra deras framtid innan de lamnar
programmet. Det kan vara en akademisk eller en praktisk utbildning, sasom skraddare, bilmekaniker,
kock eller harfrisor.

| januari var det 6 barn som bdrjade pa olika skolor for att ga i secondary school, som oftast ar i form av
en internatskola. Dar gar man i 4 ar och projektet bekostar alla avgifter. Alla projektets barn som bor pa
internat fick i borjan av aret besok av Thomas, Mary och Manase. De ville se hur barnen trivdes och
samtidigt passa pa att tréffa larare och rektorer for att diskutera hur projektet bast kan stétta
barnen/ungdomarna i deras skolgang.

| februari besoktes projektet av tva volontarer fran Ulricehamn, Beatrice och Catalina. De erbjéd sig att
aka ner och gora en film om projektet.

| mars kravde Kenyas folkhdlsomyndighet p.g.a. pandemin att alla familjer i Kenya skulle kopa in ett
hygienpaket bestaende av hink, tval och olika sorters desinfektionsmedel. Inképet kostade narmare tva
dagsléner per paket for en medelinkomsttagare i Voi. Med anledning av detta krav sa gjorde vi i Sverige
en extra insamling som gav 11 200 kr sa att projektet kunde kdpa in hygienpaket till alla familjer.

Under maj/juni delades det ut getter till barnen fran de presentkort som saldes som julklappar i Sverige
julen 2019. Till varje by kdps det ocksa in en getabock sa att barnens getter kan foroka sig och pa det
viset kan de sa smaningom aven salja getter och fa en extra inkomst.

| september holls ett seminarium pa gasthuset for ungdomarna som gar i arskurs atta och uppat.
Seminariet besoktes av tva representanter fran barn- och utbildningsnamnden i Nairobi. De kom for att
uppmuntra och motivera ungdomarna till att fortsétta att studera dven om skolorna hallits stangda och
pratade kring vad de maste tanka pa nar skolorna dppnades upp igen.

| oktober hélls det seminarier ute i de olika byarna i mindre grupper med vardnadshavarna. Aven har var
det med en representant fran barn- och utbildningsndmnden som diskuterade med vardnadshavarna
kring utmaningarna med att stotta barnen i pandemitider.

Under aret har tva familjer fatt nya hus da de gamla var fallfardiga, det var Esther Furaha i Wangala och
Luciani Njoroge i Kisimenyi.
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Extra matpaket har aven i ar delats ut till alla familjer i april, augusti, och i december fick barnen det
sedvanliga julpaketet som i r var extra stort tilltaget d@ manga barn var hemma nér skolorna var
stangda.

Under aret har 9 barn tilkommit in i programmet. Vid nyinskrivningar sa delas ett baspaket ut bestaende
av sang, madrass, sangklader, myggnat och en metallbox att férvara klader och bocker i som skydd fran
smuts och regn.

Farmen - Gasthuset

Gasthuset drivs av den Evangeliska Lutherska Kyrkan i Kenya. Under 2020 var det bara ungdomarna i
projektet som var pa gasthuset under ett seminarium. De bor och ater da gratis dar. Gasthuset var
tyvarr tvungna att halla stangt april till september p.g.a. Covid-19. Bibelskolan, som stddjs av EFS
Angelholm, har hyrt in sig i lokalerna bade fér boende och undervisning under hela &ret.

Av forklarlig anledning gick gasthuset med forlust under aret men pengar fran tidigare ar har funnits for
att tacka upp och vi hoppas att 2021 blir ett battre ar.
