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Introduction
And whatsoever you do, do it heartily, as to the Lord, and not unto men; knowing that of the Lord you
shall receive the reward of the inheritance. (Colossians 3:23-24)

Main Goal: To strengthen orphans identity through secure their basic and special needs and support
them with education to give them a safe and hopeful future.

The programme has a total of 71 orphans, 36 boys and 35 girls they are between the ages of 5 — 22
years who are living with their relatives in different congregational areas in Voi Sub County; the areas
are Voi, Mgeno, Maungu, Kisimenyi, Ngambenyi and Wangala.

The programme has 5 Home Based Cares who assist the orphans and guardians at grass root level.
The orphans are in different level on education. We have 1 orphan in college, 1 orphan in Vocational, 18
orphans in secondary school, 44 orphans in primary school and 2 orphans have completed their
courses, 2 orphans to join vocational training and 3 orphans they are at home.

Due to pandemic the education calendar has changed so the class Eight who did their national
examination on March joined form one early August (Sarah,Wilson, Tabitha, Mkala and Geoffrey).

We had one orphan who did National Examination for Secondary School (Florah Vaati) on March 2021
she has join college of Meru National Polytechnic undertaking Automotive Engineering course.
Evaline Mbithe has completed her course of Catering at Coast Institute of Technology.

Hope Malemba will be sitting for her National examination in secondary school on March 2022.

In March 2022 there will be 7 orphans who will be sitting for Class Eight National Examination (Rukia,
Shallet, Ngome, Martha, Luciano, Faith and Janet).

In 2021 the Project did the following activities:

Bought New school uniforms and T- shirts

This year the programme bought new school uniforms to the orphans who joined the project last year
and for those who were in needy because the ones which were bought last year the children didn’t use
them due to pandemic. We also bought T-shirts for them for them to use during educational trip and
different occasions when they come together.

Home Based Cares Seminar

The programme conducted a three-day seminar to the Home Based Cares at Lutheran guesthouse. The
aim is to empower them with skills and knowledge on which they can use to help children and entire
community. They were taught on how to counsel and their responsibilities to children, it was important
for them to acquire the knowledge especially at these times our children need a lot of counselling
because they have stayed out of school for too long and has really affected many children in the country
some they have been involved in early marriages/ pregnancy and drugs abuse so they no longer go to
school, their hopes of good future has been cut off.
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New Orphans
This year the programme has added five more orphans who are in need, three girls and two boys from
Mgeno and Kisimenyi area.

Relief Food

The country has experienced very little rain this year which has lead to poor harvest especially in Voi
region. In March, July and October, the programme distributed the food package to all orphans and their
families during their school holiday. They were very happy for the kindness that the project has shown in
this time of the pandemic. Each child received one and half bale of maize flour, ten kilograms of rice,
cooking oil three litres and salt one kilogram.

Goat project

The project saw it’s important to come up with goat project whereby a child is given a female goat which
it will help them in future to cater for their basic needs. This year eight orphans benefited from goat
project.

Seminar and Educational Tour to Orphans

During the school holyday the project gathered the children at Lutheran Guesthouse for seminar session
and Educational tour to Tsavo East National Park. Due to healthy measures, the children were divided
into two groups. First group were from class 7 to secondary school students and the second group were
from class 4 to 6 whereby they came in different days. They had a great and enjoyable time together
because it was a year since they came together.

New Orphans supporting kit

The programme bought basic needs to the new orphans who have joined the project such as bed,
mattress, metal box and mosquito net so as to make them feel that there are people who care for them
and it's a way of giving them hope of a bright future in their lives.

Guardian Seminar

The programme organised a seminar for the guardians at Lutheran Guest House. They had a great time
of teachings on which they were taught on how to be self-reliant and making savings, how to deal with
stress, their roles to children and also the importance of education to the children. The guardians got
motivated and encouraged it was like a new chapter for them.

Christmas Gift

The programme has able to give the orphans and their families’ food package for Christmas celebration
for this year. Each child got the following items: Maize flour 24kgs, Wheat flour 12kgs, Rice 10kgs,
Cooking oil 5liters, Sugar 5kgs, Tea Leaves 500gms, Washing powder 1kg, bar soap 1 pc, Tooth paste,
salt and lollipop. The children and their families really appreciated for the kindness that programme has
shown to them because they can celebrate like other families.

Other Activities

The programme conducted meetings with secondary school students during their short break holydays
at Voi Lutheran Guest House and also visited at their schools. The main purpose was to encourage
them to work harder so that they can get good results in their final examination.

The programme conducted a seminar for the PLWHA (Guardians) at Voi Lutheran Guest House. They
were taught on how to cope with situation, the use of drugs correctly and good nutrition. It really helped
them a lot because some had lost hope of living but through the teachings they got strength of moving

on.
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The programme provided nutritional flour to the children who are below 10 years and those with special
cases every month. Also, monthly food support to the neediest orphans whose family cannot afford
even one meal per day.

Apart from taking care of orphans, the programme also make sure the guardians have some small
projects which they do together at their congregational areas at least once per month. Such projects
consist of Table banking, merry go round, making of liquid soap and baskets weaving. It helps them to
cater for small needs at home as well in school.

Challenges:
- Natural disaster i.e drought and famine.

- High cost of living caused by corona virus pandemic
- Early pregnancy to students which has led them to drop out of school

De foraldraldsa barnen

Som Thomas berattar i sin verksamhetsberattelse pa engelska héar ovan har det aven under 2021 gjorts
manga betydelsefulla insatser for de 71 foraldraldsa barn/ungdomar som &r inskrivna i
programmet/projektet.

Covid-19 har fortsatt att paverka vardagen pa flera satt dven i Kenya. Skolorna har dock startat upp igen
vilket ar positivt, men regeringen i Kenya bestamde sig for att alla skolbarn behéver lasa ikapp 2020 ars
forlorade skoltid under 2021 parallellt med innevarande ars utbildning. Detta har medfort att de har fatt
kortare lov och for manga skolbarn en tuffare vardag.

| borjan av aret kdptes nya skoluniformer in till de barn som vaxt ur sina och behdvde nya, 6vriga kunde
fortsatta ha de klader som koptes in 2020 da det knappt anvénts. Det koptes aven in roda t-shirt till alla
barnen med Voi-programmets logga. Dessa trojor anvands nar de aker ivag pa utflykter for att kanna
gemenskap och stolthet.

| februari/mars traffades de fem hjélpkvinnorna/man (homebased care) pa gasthuset for ett tre dagars
seminarium. De hjalper barnen och vardnadshavarna ute i byarna. Det ar viktigt att ge dem kompetens
och kunskap hur de ska hjalpa barnen pa béasta satt, speciellt nu nar barnen varit hemma langre tid fran
skolan. Effekten av det ar att manga tonaringar borjar anvanda droger, blir gravida och vissa gifter sig.

| april hade barnen ett kortare lov. Da samlade projektet dem pa gasthuset i tre dagar for undervisning
och seminarium kring vikten av utbildning. De delades upp i tva grupper utifran alder for att halla sig
inom angivna covidrestriktioner. Det anordnades ocksa en utflykt i utbildningssyfte till den intilliggande
nationalparken Tsavo East dar de sag vilda djur. Av barnen oerh6rt uppskattade och viktiga dagar da de
inte haft mdjlighet att traffas i grupp under det senaste aret.

Under april/maj delades det ut getter till barnen fran de presentkort som saldes som julklappar i Sverige
julen 2020. Till varje by kops det ocksa in en getabock sa att barnens getter kan féroka sig och pa sa
satt kan de sa smaningom aven sélja getter och fa en extra inkomst.

| juni holls det seminarier for vardnadshavarna pa gasthuset. Det holls seminarier kring sjalvstandighet,
stresshantering och hushallsekonomi. Vikten av barnens utbildning diskuterades ocksa. Detta var
mycket uppskattade dagar och for vissa var det forsta gangen de besokte gasthuset.

| juli kunde man skérda 200 kg apelsiner fran frukttraden runt gasthuset. Dessa delades ut tillsammans
med de extra matpaketen.

| augusti holls en dags seminarium pa gasthuset for de ungdomar i projektet som gar i seconadary
school, som oftast ar i form av en internatskola. Dar gar man i 4 ar och projektet bekostar alla avgifter.
Syftet var att motivera och uppmuntra dem att gora sitt basta i skolan da utbildning &r en viktig faktor for
en ljusare framtid.

Det ar viktigt att se ill att barnen far nagon form av utbildning for att pa sa satt sékra deras framtid innan
de lamnar programmet. Det kan vara en akademisk eller en praktisk utbildning, sasom skraddare,
bilmekaniker, kock eller harfrisor.

Alla projektets barn som bor pa internat fick under hosten besok av Thomas, Mary och Manase. De ville
se hur barnen trivdes och samtidigt passa pa att traffa larare och rektorer for att diskutera hur projektet
bést kan stotta barnen/ungdomarna i deras skolgang.
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| oktober anordnades nya traffar for barnen under deras lov. De yngre barnen traffades hemma i
respektive by och de &ldre barnen traffades pa gasthuset under tva dagar. Till gasthuset hade aven
nagra av barnens larare bjudits in for att uppmuntra och motivera dem att géra sitt basta i skolan.

Aven under 2021 har det varit valdigt torrt i Voi och i grannbyarna. Covid-19 har orsakat hojda
matvarupriser. Da har det varit stort véarde att projektet kunnat dela ut extra matpaket till alla familjer
i mars, juli och oktober. | december fick barnen det sedvanliga julpaketet med mat som var val tilltaget.

Under aret har 5 barn tillkommit i programmet. Vid nyinskrivningar delas ett baspaket ut bestaende av
séng, madrass, sangklader, myggnéat och en metallbox att forvara klader och bocker i som skydd fran
smuts och regn.

Farmen - Gasthuset
Gasthuset drivs av den Evangeliska Lutherska Kyrkan i Kenya. Under 2021 var ungdomarna i projektet,
vardnadshavarna och hjélpkvinnorna/man pa gasthuset pa seminarium. De bor och ater da gratis dér. .

Av forklarlig anledning gick gasthuset med forlust under aret men pengar fran tidigare ar har funnits for
att tacka upp och vi hoppas att 2022 blir ett battre ar.

Insamlingar/aktiviteter 2021
Aven i ar har det varit sparsamt med aktiviteter p.g.a. pandemin.

Vid jul, 11-23 december, stod frivilliga pa stan for Voiprojektet och salde honor, skoluniformer, matpaket
och getter. Mycket uppskattat av mangal!
